With the Lincoln House opening and the Old Ordinary's restoration, Fountain Square is emerging as the hub of Hingham's

historic quarter. As part of the redesign of Fountain Square, which includes significant improvements in pedestrian facilities
and the reconfiguration of the North Street-Lincoln Street intersection, DPW is proposing to rebuild the steps that existed in
front of the New North Meeting House in the 19th Century, restoring historic elements of the streetscape.
